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| Foreword

Dear media representatives,

Welcome to a new season of the VELUX EHF Champions League and to the latest edition of the
competition’s media guide. With extensive background information, key contacts and historical

statistics in addition to team and player profiles, this is your essential guide to the 2019/20 group

phase. Further updates and additional media information packs for each ‘Match of the Week’ will also

be published throughout the season and will be available for download via the EHF Media Portal. While we
celebrated the 10th anniversary of the VELUX EHF FINAL4 last season, in 2019/20 we will witness the last
edition before the playing format changes. From 2020/21 onwards, only 16 elite clubs will play in the EHF
Champions League, while the second-tier European Handball League will consist of 24 teams.

We finished the 2018/19 season on a real high, with HC Vardar returning to the throne in stunning fashion
after two years. Their success underlines the reputation of this competition, with just about any team
capable of picking up that coveted trophy regardless of the pre-season odds. Standing in Vardar’s way this
year in Group B is a formidable line-up of teams including their rivals from the final game of last season,
Telekom Veszprém HC, 2016 champions PGE VIVE Kielce, 2003 and 2018 trophy holders Montpellier HB and
three-time winners THW Kiel, who are returning to Europe’s prime competition after dominating the MEN’S
EHF Cup last season. Also, the remaining three teams FC Porto Sofarma, HC Meshkov Brest and HC Motor
Zaporozhye can put up a stern fight against any of the group’s heavyweights.

The abundance of thrilling encounters is also guaranteed and the challenge is no less daunting in Group A.
Three previous winners of the EHF Champions League - SG Flensburg-Handewitt, RK Celje Pivovarna Lasko
and record title holders Barga - compete alongside Paris Saint-Germain HB as well as the ever-ambitious
Hungarian runners-up MOL-Pick Szeged. In addition, Aalborg Handbold, HC PPD Zagreb and Elverum
Handball will be certainly shuffling the cards in the group. Everything is wide open in Groups C/D as all

of the 12 teams, including six national champions, have a good chance of reaching the knock-out stages
and following Montpellier’s example from the 2017/18 season, when the French team went all the way
from the C/D branch to the title. While Kadetten Schaffhausen from Switzerland return to the VELUX EHF
Champions League following a one-year absence, it has been a much longer drought for GOG and Bidasoa
Irun. It has been more than 10 years since the former played amongst the continent’s best and even more
for the latter, who are making a comeback exactly 25 years after they won the second edition in 1995.

Ahead of teams, players, officials, fans, media and other stakeholders there is a long and demanding

road to the VELUX EHF FINAL4 on 30/31 May 2020 and on behalf of the European Handball Federation

we wish all the teams the best of luck. We pride ourselves at the EHF and EHF Marketing on our positive
and cooperative relationship with our colleagues from the press and media and we are sure that this will
continue to develop in the future.

I MOTW goes to five countries in opening five rounds

Five venues, five countries, eight clubs and one big premiere.
That is, in a nutshell, the plan of the Match of the Week series

in the first five rounds of the VELUX EHF Champions League
2019/20. The MOTW visits Germany, Hungary, Norway, Denmark
and France before the national team break in late October.

Round 1:

THW Kiel vs PGE VIVE Kielce

Sunday 15 September at 19:00 CET

Three-time champions THW Kiel return to the European top
flight with a bang as they used their rare last season’s absence
to conquer the MEN’S EHF Cup crown. Kiel staged the final
tournament last May in front of the sold-out Sparkassen-
Arena and a capacity crowd of over 10,000 spectators is also
expected at their season opener with PGE VIVE Kielce.

Round 2:

Telekom Veszprém HC vs THW Kiel

Saturday 21 September at 17:30 CET

The ‘Zebras’, who are starting a new era after their now retired
legend Filip Jicha took over the coaching position from the
charismatic Alfred Gislason in the summer, will stay under the
spotlight also in the second round. Kiel will not only be tested
by last season’s runners-up Telekom Veszprém HC but also by
their frenetic fans.

Round 3:

Elverum Handball vs Paris Saint-Germain HB
Saturday 28 September at 17:30 CET

Tickets are being sold like hot cakes for the Round 3 game of
Elverum. Not only do the Norwegian champions play their first
season in the Group A/B section, but also they host the star-
studded team of Paris Saint-Germain HB, including Norwegian
back court ace Sander Sagosen. All this convinced the hosts to
stage the game in the iconic Hakons Hall in Lillehammer with
around 12,000 seats to accommodate an enormous interest
for this match.

Round 4:

Aalborg Handbold vs MOL-Pick Szeged

Sunday 13 October at 16:50 CET

And we stay up in the north for the fourth MOTW of the
season as Aalborg, the Danish champions and another
returnee to the VELUX EHF Champions League, take on

the Hungarian runners-up from Szeged. This constellation
guarantees an intriguing clash which is bound to be a great fun
to follow.

Round 5:
Montpellier HB vs THW Kiel

Saturday 19 October at 17:15 CET
Before the stars leave the clubs for the national team week

the MOTW series will pamper the handball fans with another
classic in an extraordinary setting. The two-time trophy holders
(2003, 2018) from Montpellier will receive the three-time
winners (2007, 2010, 2012) from Kiel in their larger home —
Sud De France Arena. With English commentary on ehfTV.com
from Tom O’Brannagain and Chris O’Reilly, live social media
reporting and an enhanced fan experience, the ‘Match of the
Week’ is a real highlight for fans of top class club handball
across the globe.

The #MOTW does not only bring high-class handball to
spectators all over the world, it gives the fans the opportunity
to get a very exclusive look behind the scenes.

Since the beginning of the season 2018/19, Markus Floth and
Hannah Jackson have featured regularly on the EHF Champions
League’s social media platforms, working on-site together with
Mobile Reporters at every Match of the Week to give fans a
fresh look at Europe’s elite club competition.

Markus and Hannah are presented as the faces of the coverage
as they bring the audience courtside for exclusive chats with
players, commentators and fans as well as for unique coverage
from behind the scenes during the whole day of each round’s
highlight match.




I A 24-year-long wait, eight former champions, 200 matches

FACTS AND FIGURES: Before the start of the 27th edition of the VELUX
EHF Champions League, here are the most important stats and numbers

ahead of the 2019/20 season

While Macedonian side HC Eurofarm Rabotnik have
their maiden voyage in the VELUX EHF Champions
League in the 2019/20 season, HC PPD Zagreb have
their 26th anniversary in the competition. The 28
group phase participants, which include eight former
winners, represent 19 different countries.

Here are the most important facts and figures before
the group phase throws off:

o

teams have won the trophy two years in a row
since the implementation of the VELUX EHF
FINAL4 in 2010.

1 club is a debutant in the group phase in 2019/20:
Macedonian runners-up HC Eurofarm Rabotnik from
Bitola.

1 club has a team in both the men’s and the women’s
editions of the CL in 2019/20 - IK Savehof.

1 coach steered the same team to two CL titles with a
gap of 15 years between them: Patrice Canayer won
with Montpellier HB in 2003 and 2018, and became
the first French coach to win the VELUX EHF FINAL4.

1 player has won the title two years in a row: lvan
Cupic. The Croatian wing won with Kielce in 2016 and
with Vardar in 2017. He won again with Vardar in 2019,
making him the only player with three titles at the
VELUX EHF FINAL4.

2 former or current CL top scorers are part of the
competition in 2019/20 as players: Alex Dujshebaev
(Kielce, 2018/19) and Mikkel Hansen (PSG, 2011/12
and 2015/16). Filip Jicha (2008/09 and 2009/10) is part
of the competition as a coach, of THW Kiel.

2

teams have won the trophy two years in a row
since the implementation of the VELUX EHF
FINAL4 in 2010.

2 coaches led two different teams to the title: Alfred
Gislason (Magdeburg in 2002, Kiel in 2010 and 2012)
and Talant Dujshebaev (Ciudad Real in 2006, 2008 and
2009, and Kielce in 2016).

3 clubs won the title on their VELUX EHF FINAL4 debut:
Flensburg (2014), Vardar (2017) and Montpellier
(2018).

4 former or current IHF World Handball Players of
the Year will play in the CL 2019/20: Arpad Sterbik
(Veszprém/2005), Nikola Karabatic (PSG/2007, 2014,
2016), Mikkel Hansen (PSG/2011, 2015, 2018) and
Domagoj Duvnjak (Kiel/2013).

4 cross-matches between the two best ranked teams
of groups C and D in March will decide the two Last 16
spots from those groups.

4 of the 28 coaches of group phase teams have won
the CL as a coach: Talant Dujshebaev (now Kielce - won
with Ciudad Real and Kielce), Xavi Pascual (Barga -
with Barcelona), Patrice Canayer (Montpellier - with
Montpellier) and Raul Gonzalez (PSG - with Vardar).

4 times Arpad Sterbik has won the Champions League
(with Ciudad Real in 2006, 2008 and 2009, and with
Vardar in 2017), making him the most successful player
on court this season. Andrej Xepkin leads the all-time
individual ranking with seven titles (six with Barcelona,
one with Kiel).

6 countries are represented by the 26 CL winners so far:
ESP (14 titles), GER (6), FRA (2), MKD (2), SLO and POL
(1 each).

7 different teams won the title in the last eight seasons,
with Vardar winning twice (in 2017 and 2019). Other
winners were Kiel, Hamburg, Flensburg, Barcelona, Kielce
and Montpellier.

& former or current CL winners, with a total of 19
trophies, are part of the group phase: Irun, Barga,
Montpellier, Celje, Kiel, Flensburg, Kielce and Vardar.

8 times Barga have won the CL (1995-2000, 2011, 2015),
a record. They also won the previous competition, the
Champions Cup, once.

9 of the last 10 CL winners are part of the group phase in
2019/20, as only Hamburg are missing.

19 different nations (one less than in 2018/19) are
represented by the 28 group phase participants:

DEN, ESP, FRA, GER, MKD, HUN, POL, POR, SWE all
have two teams in the competition.

26 appearances in 27 seasons (since 1993/94) make
Zagreb the all-time record participants in the CL

20 teams in the 2018/19 group phase are back this
season. The other teams are: Aalborg, GOG, Irun,
Kiel, Eurofarm, Porto, Kadetten and Savehof.

24 years in a row since 1995/96, Bidasoa Irun failed to
qualify for the CL again but the 1995 champions are back.

56.98 goals were scored on average per match in the
2018/19 season, compared to 56.40 in 2017/18.

200 matches will be played in the 2019/20 season: 172
in the group phase, 4 in the group phase knockout, 12 in
the Last 16, 8 in the quarter-finals, and 4 at the VELUX
EHF FINAL4.

11,396 goals were scored in total in 2018/19

PARIS HAVE ANOTHER TRY AT WINNING VELUX EHF CHAMPIONS
LEAGUE

After three straight seasons qualifying for the VELUX EHF FINAL4, French side Paris
Saint-Germain missed out on a ticket to Cologne last year.

Following an almost-perfect group phase, where they set the new record for points
won along the 14 games, Paris lost by 10 goals in Kielce and failed to turn things
around at home.

Since winning the Champions League is the main goal for the Paris club, they

will have another go this season. After a season during which he underwent two
surgeries, Nikola Karabatic should be back in full form while Vincent Gérard will
face the tough task of succeeding recently retired Thierry Omeyer. With only three
new players, coach Raul Gonzalez will not need much time to integrate the new
signings, and such a gain of time could be decisive in top-notch competition.

PARIS AND BARCA, FAVOURITES FOR THE TOP SPOT

This year Paris, maybe even more than the previous seasons, will be challenged in
their bid to finish first in the group.

Barga are the other big favourites in Group A. Both teams will have one goal: to
finish first in order to qualify directly for the quarter-finals. Both teams finished
top of their respective groups last season. The Spanish club then qualified for the
FINAL4, where they finished third.

Barga coach Xavi Pascual also picked up only a handful of new players over the
summer, although the club did make the headlines by signing Luka Cindric from
Kielce. The Croatian centre-back is the last star to join Barcelona’s backcourt,
where he will play along Aron Palmarsson, Lasse Andersson and Dika Mem.

On paper, this Barga team looks incredible, perhaps one of the strongest sides the
Champions League has ever seen, and the battles ahead in the competition are
tantalising.

STRONG OUTSIDERS: SZEGED AND FLENSBURG

Barga did not play against MOL-Pick Szeged and SG Flensburg-Handewitt last
season, but Paris know exactly how hard to beat they are. In fact, Szeged were the
only team to defeat Paris in the group phase last season.

On home court, both Szeged and Flensburg are very hard to beat. Flensburg may
have lost Rasmus Lauge Schmidt to Telekom Veszprém HC this summer, but they

drafted in Michal Jurecki, a former Champions League winner with Kielce instead,
giving them some more experience.

Szeged, on the other hand, look reinforced by the arrivals of Luka Stepancic and
Bogdan Radivojevic. And if youngsters like Richard Bodo and Bence Banhidi can
play as well as they did last season, Juan Carlos Pastor and his men could actually
have an eye on the first two spots of the group.

TOUGH BATTLE FOR SIX TICKETS

If the battle will be tough for the top places in Group A, so will be the fight for a
Last 16 place. Elverum Handball, Aalborg Handbold, RK Celje Pivovarna Lasko and
HC PPD Zagreb might not be in a position to fight for the first place with Paris or
Barcelona, but all four definitely have the potential to qualify for the Last 16.

This season will be the fifth straight year in the Champions League for Norwegian
champions Elverum, but they have not made it out of the group phase yet. For
their first opportunity in playing the A and B groups, the Scandinavian champions
will have to adapt to stronger opposition.

However Elverum have showed in previous seasons, that they could cause trouble
to higher-ranked teams, and they will count on strong home support as well.

Aalborg are back in the Champions League after last season’s absence. The young
Danish club will face tough opposition in the battle for a Last 16 ticket, but they
made a clever move in signing right back Mads Christiansen. The former SC
Magdeburg player will bring some experience to the roster and meet again with
fellow Danish national player Henrik Mollgaard.

Zagreb and Celje will meet again, after battling last season for a spot among the
16 best teams of the Champions League. In the end, Zagreb won, as they finished
sixth of Group B, while Celje did not make the cut. Could things be any different
this time around? One thing is certain, both sides will probably be very close to
each other again.

There was a lot of movement in Zagreb this summer, with nine players leaving
the club and eight others joining. Stalwarts Urh Kastelic, Senjamin Buric and Tin
Kontrec will have to be replaced, and that will not be an easy mission. But in
Croatian national representatives Kristian Beciri and Marin Sipic, Zagreb holds two
quality line players.

The history is more or less the same for Celje, as some important players left to
join other clubs, the best example being Rok Ovnicek signing to HBC Nantes.

But as always, the fishpond is full of talent in Slovenia, and the national champions
will surely be a team to count on this season. Last year, they proved they were
hard to beat, especially at home, where they took points against the likes of
Flensburg, Zagreb and Nantes.

For the first time since 2015, Paris Saint-Germain HB failed to book their ticket

to the VELUX EHF FINAL4 last season. A 10-goal defeat in Kielce in the first leg of
the quarter-final proved just too much to make up in the return in Paris. It was
probably the only game PSG faltered last season, but it came at the worst possible
moment. No wonder the French champions are eager to bounce back in 2019/20.

PSG are always among the teams expected to make it to Cologne but, to begin
with, they are drawn into a tough Group A, which also includes Barga and SG
Flensburg-Handewitt among other high-profile opponents. “We are going to face
the big favourite of the competition, Barga, which will be very hard for us. And the
other opponents have tremendous qualities,” team manager Bruno Martini says.

Obviously, the VELUX EHF Champions League is a crucial part of Paris’ project. “It
makes the fans dream, which is essential in what we do,” says Martini. His club has
been winning every title in the domestic league since 2014 and aims to reach the
VELUX EHF FINAL4 again.

One of the surprises of the summer signings was that PSG, despite losing Luka
Stepancic to MOL-Pick Szeged, did not opt for another proper right back. They have
signed Vardar’s Dainis Kristopans for 2020, but this season they will try something
new, using a winger on the back-court position. Luc Abalo and Benoit Kounkoud
will take this role, while Edouard Kempf, who just signed his first pro contract, will
be able to help on the wing.

Once again, many eyes will be on Nikola Karabatic. The iconic French back-court
player had one of the worst seasons in his career. After undergoing foot surgery
in October, he returned in January but then had to cut his season short again

to undergo surgery again. Will be back 100 percent fit? It’s one of the biggest
questions for PSG ahead of the new season. With Kim Ekdahl du Rietz searching
for his best level and Karabatic out injured, the French side sometimes felt short-
handed on the back court.

Last season, Barga wanted to bounce back from their early Last 16 elimination

in 2017/18. This season, the Spanish champions feel they have to make up for a
mishap again. Barga played a flawless 2018/19 season - until the second half of
their semi-final against HC Vardar at the VELUX EHF FINAL4. Barga were leading
by seven goals (16:9), but the nightmare started after the break and Vardar came
away the winners, 29:27. The hurtful experience has made Barga hungrier for the
title than ever before.

But the team hopes to have learned from it. Bar¢a missed someone who stepped
up and acted as the leader on the court. This season, Luka Cindric could take up
that role. His transfer was arranged way before Cologne as the club thought that
the team could need a player to lead. The VELUX EHF FINAL4 proved them right.

Otherwise, Barga had an outstanding season, winning all other trophies they
could win: the Super Globe in October and all domestic titles. In the VELUX EHF
Champions League they lost their opener against Rhein-Neckar Léwen and the
first game after the World Championship, against Veszprém, but were otherwise
dominant, also in the quarter-final against the finalists from the previous season,
HBC Nantes.

Barga are always among the teams fighting for the top prizes in Europe. This
season, the club has invested a lot in top players for all of their sports sections,
including handball. The pressure to bring home the VELUX EHF Champions

League trophy again is building. The quality of the team has further increased and
expectations to win the trophy again, for the first time since 2015, are mounting
having attracted world-class players like Aron Palmarsson and Luka Cindric in the
meantime. Cindric will be in the limelight as one of the big transfers of the summer.
Barga expect the Croat to be a leader, to be the one who makes the difference and
contributes with his impressive skills in attack. Question remains how quickly he
will adapt to his new environment. A line including Luka Cindric, Dika Mem and
Aron Palmarsson looks very promising, to say the least.

Despite a year of transition, SG Flensburg-Handewitt again were on the winner’s
podium of the German Bundesliga at the end of the 2018/19 season. They
defended their title for the first time in the club’s history - but again missed out on
the VELUX EHF FINAL4 in Cologne. Now the club hopes to return to the ‘cathedral
of handball’ even though two core players, Tobias Karlsson and Rasmus Lauge, are
no longer part of the squad.

In his last season, Tobias Karlsson again was awarded ‘best defender’ of the
Bundesliga, for the fourth time in the last five years. Now Karlsson has finished
his career - and the whole defence system of SG Flensburg-Handewitt needs to
be readjusted. “The full focus in the preparation for the new season was on the
defence,” says coach Maik Machulla. “We are trying to find a new hierarchy.”

While mastermind Rasmus Lauge has moved to Veszprém, Flensburg have signed
Michal Jurecki, a classical shooter. The way both play is completely different, but
the decision to sign the experienced Pole was clever. Jurecki is strong in defence,
and in combination with young Swede Simon Jeppsson he can form an interesting
duo in the left back position.

Crucial will also be Johannes Golla, who went ‘from zero to hero’ in the 2018/19
season. Coming from MT Melsungen, his star rose much quicker than even he
himself had expected. Golla ended up playing in nearly all matches, showing his
great skills mainly in attack. He even became a German national team player.

Predictions are always tricky but Flensburg have prepared for a tough season. They
are under constant pressure as the hunted team in the Bundesliga. Also, many

of their players will feature at the EHF EURO 2020 in January and the Olympic
qualification tournaments in April. So how much energy will be left in the players’
tanks by the time the VELUX EHF FINAL4 comes around? On paper Flensburg are a
candidate for the quarter-finals, or even more. But everything must fit perfectly for
their second trip to the VELUX EHF FINAL4 after 2014.

Aalborg Handbold have made it to the knockout stage of the VELUX EHF
Champions League twice before — and this is the main objective for the Danish
champions in their fourth Champions League campaign. The club reached the Last
16 two years in a row, in 2013/14 and 2014/15. In the 2017/18 season, the team
from the north of the Jutland peninsula had to bow out after the group phase. But
after winning the Danish championship in a close final series with GOG last season,
Aalborg have their minds set on the knockout phase again.

Danish international Mads Christiansen is definitely a reinforcement in the right
back position, especially as long as Icelandic talent Omar Ingi Magnusson is
sidelined with the aftermaths of a concussion. Apart from his brilliant left-hand
shot, Christiansen brings plenty of international experience with him from SC
Magdeburg, and having played in Aalborg before, he already knows the club well.

Despite various injuries before the start of the season, Aalborg’s chance to reach
the Last 16 should be good. Aalborg should be favourites in the Scandinavian derby
against Elverum Handbold, while the matches against RK Celje Pivovarna Lasko

and HC PPD Zagreb will probably be equal. What will happen after that depends

on their possible Group B opponents, but captain René Antonsen puts faith in his
team’s experience.

“We have a great desire to show off our best and take the next step in this year’s
Champions League,” he says. “Last time, we were close in many matches and
played many great away games, but we lacked a little experience to make the big
results. Now, we have tried it a number of times, and | feel we are stronger this
year.”

Aalborg have respect for all opponents in their group but fear no one. “We have
joined an exciting and difficult group, where we meet world class opponents,” says
club director Jan Larsen. “With the history of, for example Barga and PSG, they are
considered favourites, but we have great confidence that we can surprise and have
the opportunity to take points against all teams.”

Champions League 2017/18 for the first time in four years, they went back on track
last season. Reaching the Last 16 was one of the goals at the start of last season.
And after head coach Branko Tamse replaced Lino Cervar halfway through the
season, Zagreb finished sixth in Group B. Zagreb also secured second place in the
SEHA-Gazprom League, won the Croatian cup and won 10 out of 10 matches in the
play-offs of the national championship: with their 28th domestic title came their
record 26th participation in the VELUX EHF Champions League.

“Playing the Champions League is a dream come true to every player and every
club wants to be a part of this prestigious competition. We are very proud that our
club is one of the corner-stones of EHF Champions League and we are honoured
to be able to present our country and our city all over Europe,” says Josip Valcic,
sports director and a former player of Zagreb.

The objectives for the upcoming season are the same as the year before: getting
to the Last 16. “We know this is a difficult task but we are already used to playing
against the best teams in Europe and we see our chance to achieve this goal

again this season,” Valcic says. “Of course we hope to make a step further and go
all the way to the quarter-final but everything beyond the Last 16 would be an
amazing achievement.” The last time Zagreb played in the quarter-final was back in
2015/16.

Interesting opponents are waiting for Zagreb in Group B, starting with an highly
anticipated home game against Paris SG. Another home game, against Barga, will
bring back memories from the mid-90s when Zagreb and Barga contested three
EHF Champions League Finals against each other.

When it comes to Elverum’s chances of reaching the Last 16, their home games
and the support from the enthusiastic fans in the Terningen Arena, and the record
crowd against PSG in Lillehammer, will be crucial in this respect. “Our club wants to
show that we are good enough for the future of the EHF Champions League — both
on and off the court,” says managing director Mads Frederiksen.

Fans of RK Celje Pivovarna Lasko have been used to huge roster changes over the
past years. This time, nine players have left and eight are new at the Slovenian
club. However, the ambitions remain the same going into Celje’s 25th season in the
VELUX EHF Champions League: finally getting back to the Last 16 again, which the
former champions have missed for five seasons in a row.

Celje’s handball philosophy of the last decade and a half has not changed:
youngsters will once again step into the shoes of the experienced players who
left. But the Slovenian champions will be much more Slovenian this time with Vid
Poteko returning from Belarus, Jan Grebenc returning home from Denmark and
Patrik Leban from Croatia. Also, the loan deal with FC Porto Sofarma for talented
right back Diogo Silva seems very promising. Coach Tomaz Ocvirk had a chance
to form the team for the first time after taking over from Branko Tamse early

last season. The style of play might change a bit, with emphasis on high-speed
attacking.

Celje are targetting a place in the Last 16 for the first time since 2014, and Group

A seems to offer the chance for it. No team will leave the Zlatorog hall without
leaving a lot of sweat. Last year an average of 4500 fans per match were like Celje’s
eighth player. The rivalry with PPD Zagreb will continue and could be a key factor
in the fight for a top-six finish. Celje will play Elverum for the first time but have
crossed paths with all other opponents before.

Last season Celje secured the Slovenian title with more challenges then they were
used to in the past few years. But just being a part of the club that continuously
plays on the top European level brings courage to mostly young players. “We
believe that this team is capable of big things. Every year we present new players
that can play Champions League. And doing that is our goal,” team manager Rok
Plankelj says. “But of course we always try to achieve whatever is possible to win
matches and to proceed to the next round.”

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THE GOOD, THE TITLE HOLDERS AND THE INEXPERIENCED

The VELUX EHF Champions League can always bring drama, surprises and roller-
coaster type of games, where fans can feel their heart racing and their adrenaline
stocks refilled. It happened in 2018 with Montpellier and history repeated itself in
2019, when HC Vardar defied all odds and powered on in Cologne to lift the trophy
after a stupendous VELUX EHF FINAL 4.

This means the Macedonian powerhouse will have a target on its back, yet there
is a certainty they will most definitely start the season as underdogs. Last season,
it was the last hurrah and maybe this was the X-factor that propelled Vardar to
their second VELUX EHF Champions League trophy in the past four seasons. The
team did not fold, however their current incarnation will surely be a step down
from what we were treated to in the past seasons. They will not have to start
from scratch, but they did lose coach Roberto Garcia Parrondo, replaced by fellow
Spanish coach David Pisnoero, and key players of the likes of Igor Karacic and Dejan
Milosavljev. Yet Vardar know how to be reborn from their ashes and this is what
they tend to do this year. While the gap between them and other powerhouses
seems big on paper, justified by a 34:30 loss in the IHF Super Globe’s semi-finals
against Kiel, their raucous fans and the team spirit could lift Vardar once again.

When David Davis was brought as a coach, it breathed a fresh air in Veszprém,

as the Hungarian stronghold were back at their best. Three defeats in the last
four finals would be tough for any team to swallow, but a resilient Hungarian side
will try once again for the trophy that got away a many too times. Key cogs like
Momir llic and Laszlo Nagy have retired, but it is a season with high ambitions,

as the current crop of transfers, like Rasmus Lauge Schmidt, Vladimir Cupara or
sharpshooter Vuko Borozan should improve the team. As always, Veszprém have
their sights up high, yet consistency and mental prowess will be key once again
during the season.

PGE Vive Kielce had a nightmare of a season last time, due to an unprecedented
injury crisis, but the sheer amount of talent and a sturdy leadership from coach
Talant Dujshebaev helped the Polish side back into the VELUX EHF FINAL 4 after
a three-year hiatus. A high-octane attack and some of the best young players out
there can help Kielce once again this season. Yes, experience is key to a successful
season in a demanding competition like the VELUX EHF Champions League, but
players like Blaz Janc, Arkadiusz Moryto, Uladislau Kulesh and the Dujshebaev
brother, Alex and Daniel, have already several seasons in the elite under their
belts. This can only add to the excitement and drama, regardless of Kielce losing
stalwarts like Luka Cindric or Vladimir Cupara. Replacements also strengthened
the Polish squad, especially goalkeeper Andreas Wolff being a reliable and top
goalkeeper.
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KIEL

Four consecutive Last 16 berths are nearly not enough for a club whose ambitions
are growing bigger on a season-to-season basis. Seven players were drafted in,
while nine left in a busy summer for Meshkov Brest, who also had to replace
Spanish coach Manolo Cadenas, who stepped down, with his assistant, Raul
Alonso. This means the playing style will not suffer out of the box alterations, yet
there is a sense of a fresh start for a team that usually is strong on their home
court, but falters in away games. Keeping everything balanced is a must if Brest
want their first quarter-final place in their history.

The same can be said about HC Motor Zaporozhye, a team that has been in the
Last 16 phase three times in the past five seasons and knows a thing or two about
how the European premium competition should be played. Progressing to the
quarter-final phase is their objective, yet in a star-studded line-up this season,
things are going to be much harder for the Ukrainian champions. Players from
seven different countries — including Belarus, Lithuania, Estonia and Montenegro —
will try to help Motor fulfil their goals, with the Ukrainian side having to rely once
again on playmaker Barys Pukhouski, who has never scored less than 46 goals in
the past four seasons in the VELUX EHF Champions League.

Winning the big prize always brings somewhat of a hangover, but few have
experienced such a downfall like Montpellier HB did last season. In an dramatic
turn of events, the French powerhouse failed to progress to the Last 16 phase and
this cannot be down solely to injuries or bad decisions. Rather it took a moment
to refocus and reprioritise what was important and the French side was active

on the transfer market this time. They have a mastermind in Patrice Canayer and
they reshuffled their side, as Vincent Gerard, Vid Kavticnik or Michael Guigou
made way for a plethora of young talents of the likes of Kylian Villeminot or Yannis
Lenne. Time will tell if Montpellier was a one-trick pony or the French side can
build on their success.

For the first time in the past four seasons, FC Porto Sofarma are back in the

big league, but a huge challenge is in front of the Portuguese side. What the
Portuguese side lack in experience, they surely will address with team spirit and
grit, as they did last season, when they nearly went all the way in the AKQUINET
EHF Cup Finals, only to lose the trophy against Flichse Berlin. The stakes are
higher, the opponents are tougher and basically Porto will have their work cut out,
but if they stay true to their roots, coach Magnus Andersson can build on their
success and carry the team into the Last 16 phase.

Last, but not least, THW Kiel should be back with a bang in the VELUX EHF
Champions League. The German powerhouse failed to make the cut last season
after 14 consecutive years in the European premium competition, but there is a
feeling that they could reach the VELUX EHF FINAL4 in Cologne with the talent
they have. After 11 seasons, Alfred Gislason made way on the bench for former
stalwart Filip Jicha and for the first time in many years, Kiel have managed to keep
the roster more or less intact. A young core which has flair and attacking prowess
will be Kiel’s main weapon this season, as the “Zebras” already made waves in the
IHF Super Globe, losing the final, 34:32, against Barga.

The uncertainty of the club’s future ahead of last season’s VELUX EHF FINAL4 made
it an all-or-nothing situation for HC Vardar. It gave the Macedonian champions
extra motivation as they added another incredible story to the club’s history,
setting off nationwide celebrations as tens of thousands of fans welcomed their
heroes back home in Skopje.

Now, with a new head coach and numerous changes to the squad, Vardar are
facing a tough challenge in the VELUX EHF Champions League once again.

David Jose Pisonero joined the reigning champions as the third Spanish coach in a
row, after Raul Gonzalez and Roberto Garcia Parrondo, who both led the team to
the title, in 2017 and 2019, respectively. They have set the bar high for Pisonero.

The real challenge for the former coach of Atlético Valladolid will begin already in
the group phase, as Vardar will meet the old acquaintances Veszprém, Kielce and
Montpellier.

No less than nine players have left, including Dejan Milosavljev and Igor Karacic.
Over the years, Karacic had established himself as one of the backbones of

the team, while rookie Milosavljev ended the season as a star between Vardar
goalposts. With several new signings, Vardar have replaced these positions, and
new head coach Pisonero is confident that the newcomers will quickly adapt to his
playing system.

As the defending champions, Vardar have to set it as their goal to keep their
position among Europe’s elite. “We are defending champions so it will be a very
difficult year for us. We were in this position before so we must act like champions
in every match and that’s not easy,” says team captain Stojanche Stoilov. “Our
objective is the same like always: the VELUX EHF FINAL4, and if we reach Cologne,
then there is always a chance to win the Champions League.”

Holding three titles from last season - also the domestic championship and the
SEHA League - means that Vardar will concentrate on defending their trophies in all
competitions.

Veszprém. The Serbian left back’s knowledge of handball will be used at the club as
he joins the coaches from next season.

With a full summer together with David Davis, the help of newcomers and the
redesigned positions of the retired players, not to mention the planned new
mascot, Veszprém might be able to surprise the opponents in many aspects.

The 2019/20 Champions League season is going to be Veszprém’s 25th — and it
remains the only cup missing from their collection. A new year brings new hopes,
although Veszprém need to prioritise, as they will compete in four different series,
also in the Hungarian league and cup as well as in the SEHA League.

A real earthquake shook Kielce this summer. As the team was left by six players,
including goalkeepers Vladimir Cupara and Filip Ivi¢, playmaker Luka Cindri¢ and
team captain Michal Jurecki, nine new faces have joined the crew. The Polish
champions beefed themselves up with seven players, including goalkeeper Andreas
Wolff, Igor Karaci¢ and Branko Vujovi¢, and two staff members: preparation coach
Krzysztof Paluch and goalkeeper coach Slawomir Szmal. PGE VIVE Kielce, led by
Talant Dujshebaev and Uros Zorman, are still being rebuilt, being a mixture of
experienced players and young talents from around the world. They want to use
their multinational experience to rock Europe once again.

“The new project that we create together is very interesting. It’s great to be a
part of it. Together we can create an amazing team that will reach the VELUX EHF
FINAL4 again,” says coach Talant Dujshebaev.

With two new goalkeepers and five new field players, an obvious goal is to focus
on the defence formation first and this is exactly what the team practises during
the preparations. “This is how it looks like usually, you always start building the
team starting from the goalkeepers, defence and then the attack,” says Krzysztof
Lijewski.

A must for Talant Dujshebaev’s team is the quarter-final. After games like the 2016
final against Veszprém or last season’s quarter-final against PSG every handball fan
knows that with Kielce you never know. Kielce will avoid dangerous opponents like
PSG or Barga in the group phase, the pressure to win the group will be higher.

“But | would prefer the group with Barga and PSG,” says the club’s president,
Bertus Servaas. “The main favourites are in the other group, which is not good for
us. In order to avoid playing against them in the next stage we need to finish first
or second in our group.”

Kielce’s goals haven’t changed in recent years. The club still wants to defend all
the domestic titles and be a part of the VELUX EHF FINAL4 tournament in Cologne,
but first of all the minimum plan is to find a place among the eight best teams in
Europe.

HC Meskhov Brest have made it to the VELUX EHF Champions League Last 16 for
four straight years - and this is the minimal goal for the Belarusian champions again
in the new season. However, with a changed squad the club is looking for more, so
reaching the quarter-final for the first time is the next step for ambitious Brest.

Brest chairman Alexander Meshkov has regularly declared ambitious goals, yet

in reality Brest have stuck at the same level. During the last four seasons, the
team progressed to the VELUX EHF Champions League Last 16, but were unable
to make any further steps. In summer, the Belarusian champions have made a lot
of changes in the squad with the ambition to break the ground and finally reach
the quarter-final. However, Brest play in the competitive Group B so their primary
concern is to progress at all.

“Our goal for the season is the same as last year. In the Champions League, the
Last 16 is our minimum, and reaching the quarter-final is our objective. However, it
would be cool to proceed even further than that,” says captain Ivan Pesic.

Raul Alonso arrived in Brest as an assistant coach to Manolo Cadenas in 2018, but
after the latter stepped down in April, Alonso took over. As an interim coach, he
led the team to the Belarus championship title and was named a permanent head
coach in summer. In the past, the 40-year-old has worked as an assistant to Alfred
Gislason at THW Kiel and won many titles with the German powerhouse. Besides,
he coached Austria’ Handball Tirol, so his international experience should help him
succeed at Brest.

Also, he will get help on court from experienced William Accambray. With his titles
of European, world and Olympic champion, the 31-year-old Frenchman is a player
with the most accolades in Brest’s history. For injuries or other reasons, the former
player of Montpellier, PSG, Veszprém and Celje has not shown his best game
during the last couple of seasons. Now he wants to relaunch his career in Belarus,
while Brest hope that a player of his calibre will help the team to climb up to the
next level.

Last season, Motor Zaporozhye were included into the Groups A/B section of the
VELUX EHF Champions League for the first time. Still, the Ukrainian champions

advanced from their group and reached the Last 16. Having bolstered their squad
with a few quality players, they hope to take the next step in the 2019/20 season.

Last season, the Ukrainian team had a poor start in the continental top flight, but
after coach Patryk Rombel stepped down in October and Mykola Stepanets took
over, the results vastly improved. With Stepanets still at the helm, and with the
experience accumulated over the past few years, Motor aim to reach the quarter-
final for the first time in history. They have been drawn into a tough group with
Vardar, Veszprém, Kielce and Kiel, though Porto or Brest likely will not be out of
reach so another Last 16 ticket is possible. And then, Motor will need their share of
luck to proceed. “Motor hope to be a hard nut to crack for all the strong rivals. The
journey will not be easy, but we have to make it with dignity,” team captain Zakhar
Denysov says.

A key player for the team’s success will again be Barys Pukhouski. The 32-year
Belarusian, who can perform both as a left back and as a playmaker, proved it again
the last season, becoming the joint fourth-best VELUX EHF Champions League
scorer with 87 goals. In February 2019, Pukhouski became the first Zaporozhye
player ever to be elected EHF Player of the Month. There is hardly any doubt that
in the new season, Pukhouski will again lead his team.

In the summer of 2019 Motor have signed quite a number of players who can add
depth and international experience to the squad. In particular, Stanislav Zhukov
and Dener Jaanimaa have acquired a lot of experience by playing in the German
Bundesliga, and Gleb Kalarash won the VELUX EHF Champions League with Vardar
last season. Besides, Montenegro’s Stefan Vujovic has a powerful shot and plays
well in defence, so he also may become an important figure in the team.

“Our aim is to reach the VELUX EHF Champions League Quarter-final, and I’'m sure
that it’s not impossible,” team manager Olimpii Pokatov says.

First the title. Then the elimination in the group phase. Fair to say that the VELUX
EHF Champions League has been a rollercoaster experience for Montpellier

HB over the past two seasons. The French side is eager to recover from its
disappointing showing last season and is targeting a return to the quarter-finals.

Battling with Barga, Veszprém, Kielce and Rhein-Neckar Léwen was a little bit

too much for the 2018 champions last season. This time around, Group B will be
as tough, with reigning champions Vardar as well as Kielce, Veszprém and Kiel
expected to fight for the top spots. “Once again we find ourselves in a very strong
group. Three teams took part in the VELUX EHF FINAL4 last season, Kiel are back
at the highest level, while Zaporozhye, Porto and Brest are able to win against
anyone,” captain Valentin Porte says.

“The Champions League is very important for the city of Montpellier but also the
whole area since everybody here wishes for an international visibility,” says Patrice
Canayer, who has been in the club’s coaching staff since 1994 and head coach since
1996. “To make it out of Group B will be the first step and that will not be an easy
one to achieve. But after that, as we all know, it’s hard to predict anything in the
Champions League.”

An important factor will be the fitness of Diego Simonet. It has been a long time
since he played a complete season without an injury. In fact, there hardly has been
such season since he arrived in Montpellier in 2013. Last season Simonet struggled
with a thigh injury for most of the season. If the MVP of the EHF FINAL4 2018 is
back playing on his top level, Montpellier should look different this season.

Talking about this season: it will be Patrice Canayer’s 24th as head coach of
Montpellier, an all-time record in the EHF Champions League. Along the way,
Montpellier won the trophy twice and did not play in the EHF Champions League
for only three of those 24 seasons under Canayer.

Having played in the EHF Champions League year after year, it was hard for THW
Kiel to take on the challenge and play in the EHF Cup last season. But in the end,
2018/19 was a perfect international season for THW Kiel with 10 victories from
10 matches. Kiel said farewell to their coach Alfred Gislason with their fourth EHF
Cup title and 11th German cup triumph - and qualification for the VELUX EHF
Champions League 2019/20.

After a constant transition in the past three seasons, the THW squad has not
changed that much this time. The biggest transfer ahead of the 2019/20 season
was already announced in October 2017: Kielce’s signing of goalkeeper Andreas
Wolff. He has been replaced by Dario Quenstedt from SC Magdeburg, who will

be back-up for undisputed No. 1 Niklas Landin. The second new arrival has an
even clearer job description: Czech international Pavel Horak, who arrived from
Meshkov Brest, shall add more concrete to the already solid THW defence. Only in
one year’s time, Kiel’s biggest signing since years will arrive, Norwegian world star
Sander Sagosen from PSG.

The last three seasons no German team qualified for the pinnacle event of
European club handball. So Kiel remain the last team to make it there, in 2016.
Twice they failed in the quarter-final. In their Group B, Veszprém and Kielce seem
to be on an equal level with Kiel, maybe Vardar too.

In 2019, there are no bigger shoes to fill than those of Alfred Gislason in Kiel. After
11 years and more than 20 trophies, the Icelandic coach ended his career in Kiel,
while his former assistant is the new boss: Filip Jicha. The Czech, who played many
years in Kiel, has started in his first head coach position. “I have huge respect for
this job and the club, but | am confident that | can manage it,” Jicha said. With
Christian Sprenger as assistant coach and Mattias Andersson as goalkeeper coach,
Jicha has two former THW stars in his staff. In Kiel, it is always about winning
trophies. Apart from winning the Bundesliga again for the first time since 2015, the
main goal is to make it to the VELUX EHF FINAL4 in Cologne.

SPORTING STAND OUT IN AN EVENLY-MATCHED GROUP

Having given eventual finalists Veszprém a run for their money in last season’s Last
16, Sporting CP will fancy their chances of emulating that success and progressing
from Group C of the VELUX EHF Champions League.

Failing to win the Portuguese league last season may have cost them a place in
Groups A/B, but this squad know what they are capable of at this level, particularly
with last season’s stars Frankis Carol, Carlos Ruesga, Ivan Nikcevic and Tiago Rocha
remaining with the club.

The arrival of coach Thierry Anti from HBC Nantes is incredibly exciting for the
club and he is no stranger to navigating a team through to the business end of this
competition.

BIDASOA BACK IN THE BIG TIME

It will be fascinating to see which of the other five clubs will challenge for a place
in the top two. Could it be 1995 champions Bidasoa Irun, who return to the
competition for the first time since losing the following final in 1996.

It is the first time the Basque club feature in Europe in 13 years, so they lack that

pedigree, but finishing second in the ASOBAL league last season means they have
the quality. An unchanged squad will be an added boost and it will be exciting to

see their first home match in Round 2.

HC Eurofarm Rabotnik are complete newcomers to this level, having snatched the
second Macedonian spot from Metalurg’s grasp.

In just their third European season, the Bitola-based outfit have risen to the top
flight and it is clear from their summer transfer activity that they are keen to make
an instant impact. National team legend Stevche Alushovski took over the club
earlier this year and his relative inexperience as a coach will be quickly put to the
test as Anti and Sporting come to town in the opening round.

Tatran Presov have been the most consistently present club in the group, having
featured in three of the past four group phases, but they have yet to progress any
further.

Led by former Olympic and world champion Slavko Goluza, Presov are targeting
the Group C/D play-off, which they missed only on goal difference last season.

With Nino Grzentic and Javier Munoz Cabezon arriving from Slovenia and Spain,
Presov have added diversity and talent to the squad.



WHO WILL LEAD SAVEHOF?

Rounding up the group are the Nordic challengers from Sweden and Finland, IK
Savehof and Cocks, who get the season underway with the opening match on 11
September.

After surprising everyone in Sweden'’s play-offs last season, Savehof’s young team
has the chance to prove their worth in Europe.

However, exactly one week before Savehof were scheduled to open the VELUX
EHF Champions League season, player-coach Jonas Larholm suddenly left the club
for personal reasons, with a trio of coaches, Kristian Berndtsson, Emil Berggren
and Peter Méller, taking over for the 2019/20 season.

The late change of coaches may hinder their preparation and it is reflected in their
target-setting. “We want to win as many games as possible, but also to gain as
much experience as possible for our young squad,” says Emil Berggren, who just
finished his active playing career last season.

The opening game of the season will be an extra special one for Cocks as they play
their first top flight match at the brand new Cocks Arena.

The Riihimaki-based club surprised many with some impressive performances in
their debut season and with a year of experience behind them and a new home,
they may allow themselves to dream of bigger things.

“Now the team has only one goal: To play better, faster and tougher than last
season. Hopefully, this will pay off in terms of more points - or even a place in the
next round,” says team captain Teemu Tamminen, who alongside Nico Ronnberg
made a name for himself last year.

Cocks’ presence in the group and the danger they possess to any opponent
underlines just how open Group C is. With plenty of unknowns and ambition in
the air, surprises are bound to occur and no one team will enjoy an easy ride to
the top of the table.

IK Sdvehof won three straight Swedish championships from 2010 to 2012 and had
a few good seasons in the VELUX Champions League. Now, for the first time in
seven years, Savehof is back in Europe’s finest club competition. After surprising
everyone in Sweden last season this young team has the chance to do something
great in Europe.

First-year coach Jonas Larholm returned to Savehof in 2016 after a 10-year
adventure with four different European clubs. Larholm had his breakthrough
season in Savehof at the same time as Kim Andersson and his first contract outside
of Sweden was in Barcelona. His player career later took him to Aalborg Handbold
in Denmark, SC Pick Szeged in Hungary and TTH Holstebro. When Larholm returned
to Savehof in 2016 it was as a player, but in a young squad Larholm had a lot to
teach and in the 2018/19 season he basically acted as an assistant coach. His
experience as a coach is small, but Larholm has played at two of the biggest clubs
in Europe and also has over 200 national games for Sweden. “We want to win as
many games as possible, but also to gain as much experience as possible for our
young squad. Since we have a young and talented team, the experience will be
extremely valuable,” team manager Emil Berggren says.

After nine seasons with three different German teams (TV Grosswallstadt, VfL
Gummersbach and GWD Minden) line player Joakim Larsson returned to Sweden
before the 2017/18 season. Since then Larsson played a big role in Sdvehof but
after the great success last season the club and the 35 year old decided not to
continue working together. In this very young team (only two players are over 25
years old) Larsson’s experience will be missed. In his absence Savehof has brought
in Adam Blanche, a huge talent and a great player, but only 19 years old and with
one season as a senior player.

It is unclear how much player coach Larholm will actually spend on court. Vetle Eck
Aga and Christoffer Brannberger had huge roles in last season’s success and team
captain Jonathan Edvardsson is also key.

Tatran Presov have had their difficulties in the VELUX EHF Champions League
during the past seasons. They even stranded in qualification six times in the past 10
years. But with a young squad they are eager to show their best in the group phase
in 2019/20. Led by former Olympic and world champion Slavko Goluza, Presov are
targeting the Groups C/D play-off, which they missed only on goal difference last
season.

The team has one of the most experienced players as their leader: Martin
Stranovsky returned to Slovakia last season after 13 years abroad. “Our group is
not the hardest but can be very tricky. Each game will be hard and we will have
to give over 100 percent to succeed,” the team captain says. “I think that the
favourites of the group are Sporting. We will fight for the second position with
Savehof and Bidasoa Irun.”

Coach Goluza will miss Bruno Butorac, an important part of the offence. He moved
to France - as did Jakub Hrstka and Tomas Cip. Tatran continue with diversity

in their locker room: newcomers Nino Grzentic, Rares-Marian Fodorean, Javier
Munoz Cabezon, Josef Hozman and David Michalka will try to take the next step in
the VELUX EHF Champions League as well as the SEHA-League, while they want to
retain their dominance in the domestic league.

“Last season was all about showing who we
are, and also about getting to know the Champions League system,” says team
captain Teemu Tamminen. “Now the team has only one goal: To play better, faster
and tougher than last season. Hopefully, this will pay off in terms of more points -
or even a place in the next round.”

While the team has undergone several changes again this year, the key player is
still the same: success for Cocks in the Champions League depends a lot on Nico
Ronnberg. The experienced backcourt player needs to do well in order for Cocks to
be successful.

The success story of HC Eurofarm Rabotnik is reaching new heights in 2019/20.
After playing in the Challenge Cup two years ago and in the EHF Cup last season,
the Bitola-based club will now make their debut in the VELUX EHF Champions
League and also be part of the regional SEHA League. Only eight years after they
were founded, the Macedonian club has quickly risen to the top. They finished
runners-up to Vardar HC in the domestic league and have appeared in the national
cup final. Now the club makes a whole city proud, as EHF Champions League
handball is returning to Bitola after 14 years.

In February 2019 head coach Djordje Cirkovic left the club and former winger
Stevche Alushovski took over at the helm. His coaching experience so far might be
limited to two years, but Alushovski can build on his outstanding playing career as
one of the legends of the Macedonian national team with more than 900 goals. He
also played in the EHF Champions League.

The two most productive players from last season, Filip Kuzmanovski and Vladislav
Ostroushko, have left the club but Eurofarm Rabotnik have been very active on
the transfer market and are bringing in eight new players. It will undoubtedly
bring many changes to the line-up on court, but the team will gain experience and
there is no reason why the newcomers would not integrate smoothly into the new
playing system.

After four years abroad, national team goalkeeper Nikola Mitrevski is returning

to North Macedonia. He played for Pelister, Vardar and Metalurg before gaining
international experience with Benfica in Portugal and HC Dobrogea Sud in Romania
since 2015. With his arrival, Eurofarm Rabotnik are gaining a lot of stability
between the posts, which will enforce the defence.

“We are a new club in the Champions League, but we have experienced players
in the roster. | am sure that Eurofarm Rabotnik will be a difficult opponent for
everyone,” says Alushovski. “We should also not forget that this is a historic year
for the club and this season’s participation in the VELUX EHF Champions League
and SEHA League is like a dream come true for the club and the fans.”

Bidasoa Irun are returning to the VELUX EHF Champions League in the same
season as they celebrate the 25th anniversary of their only win in the competition.
The Basque side beat Zagreb in the 1995 final and were runners-up the following
year, but it has been 13 years since they last played in Europe. Bidasoa were
eliminated by BM Aragon in the EHF Cup Quarter-finals in 2006/07. They have
booked their place in the EHF Champions League after a great season that ended
when they were runners-up in the ASOBAL League, the highest placing in the last
25 years.

After so many years without playing at the European level there is no real
reference for Bidasoa. Their main aim to begin with is to be as competitive as
possible in every match. But captain Iker Serrano says there is one, non-negotiable
target, to “make fans from Irun and the Basque Country be proud of their team”.

Keeping broadly the same line-up from last year could be a positive as the team
know each other well and are also familiar with coach Jacobo Cuetara’s systems.
The only change in the roster was the retirement of the left wing Inigo Aldaba,
but Bidasoa have signed a Brazilian player Matheus Francisco da Silva just before
the season started.

Bidasoa rejoined the ASOBAL League three seasons ago and since then have
gained visibility rapidly. Last season’s campaign and the return to the top European
competition will help the club to get stability and to grow in the future. Playing

in the EHF Champions League is helpful to capture new sponsors but also to gain
visibility and presence not just in Irun, but across the wider Basque region.

When the ASOBAL season started last year and Bidasoa started in first place,

most thought that it would only be a matter of time before they moved down the
rankings. However as the rounds progressed, only Barga could overcome them.
Bidasoa were also runners-up in the ASOBAL Cup, also behind Barga. After a season
like that, collective and individual self-esteem at the club cannot be better, because
the team has come to realise nothing is impossible.

With a sustained and growing project, Sporting CP aim to do the same or better
than last season in the VELUX EHF Champions League, when they reached the Last

Even
so, the Sporting squad are capable of a surprise in 2019/20. The team is filled with
talent and experience.

Team captain Frankis Carol is eager to raise the bar: “Our goal is always to do the
best possible. We had good results last year and we want to do equal or better.”
Frankis Carol is the lighthouse that leads the team. The Cuban player, who arrived
at Sporting in 2011, is one of the keys for Sporting, both defensive and offensively.

Carol is a very versatile player, with power, technique and great instinct. Last
season, he impressed with stand-out performances and 58 goals in the Champions
League.

For 12 years, until FC Porto returned to the Champions League, Portugal had no
teams in this competition — so the fact that Porto and Sporting are both competing
in the same edition is sensational news for Portuguese handball. “We play against
the best teams and we want to put the name Sporting Club of Portugal together
with the best in Europe,” says manager José Guimardes.

SIX TEAMS IN GROUP D READY TO MAKE HISTORY

This season will be the last in which we see the VELUX EHF Champions League
running in its current format.

From next season, the competition will consist of 16 teams, and this will mean a
goodbye to Groups C and D. So for one last time, six hopeful teams in Group D will
battle for the two tickets for the play-offs and a chance for a place in the Last 16.

Orlen Wisla Plock and IFK Kristianstad both bring recent Last 16 experience to
the group. Last year, in an amazing play-off tie against Danish club Bjerringbro-
Silkeborg, Plock managed to turn an apparently lost tie into a win through an
incredible second half of the second leg.

MOL-Pick Szeged was too much of a handful for the Polish club in the Last 16, but
the Groups C and D regulars are still worth watching out for.

Plock finished last seasons as runners-up in Poland behind PGE Vive Kielce. With
interesting newcomers such as Konstantin Igropulo and Philip Stenmalm, they will
arrive for the 2019/20 Champions League season with plenty of confidence.

Kristianstad have played in Groups A and B for the previous four seasons and
reached the Last 16 in 2018. They are now in Group D after losing the Swedish
championship, but still hope to reach the knockout rounds once more.

With a coach as experienced as Ljubomir Vranjes, this seems absolutely possible.
The ambition could be bolstered by the arrival of MT Melsungen right back Simon
Birkefeldt, who has displayed aggressive attacking qualities at his previous clubs.

CHANGES AT DINAMO

Last season, Dinamo made it to the elimination matches, but were knocked out by
Portuguese club Sporting CP after two one-goal defeats.

Ahead of this season, the Romanian champions have undergone a considerable
amount of changes, but in general, the team appears stronger than last season.
Having gained valuable big match experience last season, they may very well once
again be a contender for one of the two top spots in the group.

Dinamo is likely to be particularly dangerous at home, and another play-off berth
can definitely not be ruled out.

TIME FOR A COMEBACK

The remaining three teams have mixed Champions League history. Russian side
Chekhovskie Medvedi made it to the first ever VELUX EHF FINAL4 in Cologne in
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2010, but in recent years, the Russian bears have featured in Groups C and D, and
have not made the knockout phase since the 2012/13 season.

However, the team has a coach who knows what it is all about. Very few have the
experience of Vladimir Maximov, former top player and former national team
coach and Maximov will use that experience to try and take his entirely Russian
squad to the next phase of the competition.

Swiss club Kadetten Schaffhausen failed to progress past Qualification Round 3 in
the EHF Cup last season, but are back in the Champions League this season after
regaining their national title.

Kadetten last played in the Champions League in 2017/18. They reached the
Last 16 in 2011 and 2012, but the 11-time Swiss champions have been playing in
Groups C and D most of the time since then.

Schaffhausen seem to be celebrating their comeback to the Champions League
with a reinforced outfit. Welcoming more new players than they have said
goodbye to, they at least have a deeper squad than in the previous seasons, and
spurred on by the cheers of “Hopp Kadette!” in the BBC Arena, they still have a
strong fortress at home.

The final Group D team, GOG, are celebrating their comeback to the European top
flight after 10 years, thanks to finishing as runners-up in Denmark last season.

Their chances to proceed from the group will depend much on what their
newcomers in essential positions will do.

The duo of 45-year-old Sgren Haagen and 19-year old Icelandic talent Viktor
Hallgrimsson are new in goal instead of Ole Erevik and Frank Mikkelsen. After
Niclas Kirkelgkke left for Rhein-Neckar Lowen, Norwegian right back Stig Tore
Moen Nilsen has been brought in from IFK Kristanstad. Another Kristianstad
recruit, lceland’s Arnar Freyr Arnarsson, is expected to strengthen the line player
position.

There is an obvious sense of ambition and progress in C.S. Dinamo Bucuresti’s
camp ahead of the new season. The ‘Red Dogs’ are looking further and further

to improve their status as one of the Eastern powerhouses in the VELUX EHF
Champions League. Last season, Dinamo suffered an agonising exit from the
European premium competition, after dominating Sporting CP on their home
court in the first half of the Group C/D elimination play-offs. The Romanian side
suffered an inexplicable collapse in the second half, as the Portuguese visitors took
advantage and knocked their hosts out of the competition.

A revamped Romanian club is now edging closer to their biggest ever performance
in the VELUX EHF Champions League, with their focus solely on reaching the Last
16 phase for the first time in their history. Several key players — the likes of Vitaly
Komogorov or Hugo Descat — have left Dinamo and the Romanian side was left
scrambling in search for new additions that might have boosted their hopes for
the new season. A clever management paired with good scouting helped boost
Dinamo’s ranks, as the towering right back Jakov Vrankovic made his comeback
after a one-year stint in Hungary, while backs Iman Jamali, Raul Nantes Campos
and Stefan Vujic are ready to fire on all cylinders when the season starts.

However, with so many fresh faces — eight players in total, several of which might
prove key this season — Dinamo will definitely exhibit some growing pains. As the
season progresses, there is no indication that the Romanian champion will be
weaker than their last outing in the VELUX EHF Champions League.

Last season, Dinamo were the underdogs, but proved to be flawless on their home
court until their tie with Sporting CP that was ultimately their undoing. But Dinamo
were no pushovers in away games, despite winning only two of their six games

last season as guests. This time, if Dinamo are to fulfil their goals, they will need
more consistency from players like Kamel Alouini or Amine Bannour, who have the
experience and strength to decide games, but can also disappear from the radar in
key moments. Consistency is also needed between the goalposts, where Makrem
Missaoui and Saeid Heidarirad have been superb, but lost focus at times.

Despite the strong competition from Spartak Moscow, this year Chekhovskie
Medvedi won their 18th Russian championship title in a row. However, the team
has not been so brilliant in Europe in recent years, so now ‘The Bears’ hope for a
more successful campaign in the continental top flight.

In the last five seasons, starting from the 2014/15 season, ‘The Bears’ were unable
to progress from their VELUX EHF Champions League group. Their results gradually
declined, but while the team finished bottom of Group D in the 2017/18 season,
there were signs of improvement in 2018/19 when Medvedi took the fourth place
in Group C.

The Russian international Dmitryi Kiselev used to be a captain and a key figure at
St.Petersburg, but moved to Vardar in 2018 - and won the VELUX EHF Champions
League with the Macedonian side. However, he did not get much playing time

at Skopje, so the 24-year-old opted to return to his home country, signing a
contract with Medvedi. During his year at Vardar, Kiselev learned a lot and got
new experience, so now the right back has a potential to become a key figure in
Medvedi's attack.

Kiselev is an important addition to the Russian champions, but overall, the team's
squad has remained virtually intact during the last two years. Vladimir Maximov
relies on the same players, who have matured and developed good chemistry, yet
some more fresh blood could also help ‘The Bears’ to be more competitive.

At 28, the agile goalkeeper Dmitryi Pavlenko is one of the most experienced players
at Medvedi. For a number of years, he had been a second-choice goalkeeper
behind Oleg Grams, but came to the fore two years ago after Grams left the team.
Born in Ukraine, Pavlenko started his career at ZTR Zaporozhye, but moved to
Medvedi at a young age and went on to become a Russian citizen, so now he is a
member of the Russia national team.

Starting from 2002, the team from Chekhov have won every season of the Russian
Super League, which makes it 18 titles in a row. No other VELUX EHF Champions
League participant can boast the same streak in a domestic league.

Exactly 10 years after their last adventure, GOG are back in the VELUX EHF
Champions League. Financial problems in 2010 marked a severe setback for one of
Denmark’s most successful clubs of the past three decades, but after reaching the
final of the Danish championship last season, the talent factory from the south of
Funen is back in the top flight, this time in Group D.

Known for being the best club in Denmark of developing talents, GOG have

many young players in their squad. They are talented beyond any doubt, but
inexperienced at this level. Manager Torsten Laen, who won this competition twice
with BM Ciudad Real during his playing days, finds optimism in good performances
in the EHF Cup in recent years. “It is an exciting task for our young team to be
playing in the Champions League this season. We have had good experiences in
the EHF Cup in recent years and now we look forward to trying it on an even bigger
scene. It is extremely big for GOG to be back in this distinguished company after so
many years of absence, and we will fight to move forward despite the great teams
we will be facing,” says the former Denmark international.

Not only has former Norwegian national team goalkeeper Ole Erevik ended his
career. His substitute, Frank Mikkelsen, who was almost as experienced, has left
for relegated TMS Ringsted. To replace this duo, GOG have signed 19-year-old
Icelandic goalkeeper Viktor Hallgrimsson, while 45-year-old former Denmark
international Sgren Haagen has returned from league rivals Ribe-Esbjerg HH.
Much will depend on their ability to fill out the gap left by Erevik and Mikkelsen.

A huge gap was also left in the right back position, as Denmark international Niclas
Kirkelgkke joined Rhein-Neckar Lowen.

However, GOG managed to cope without Kirkelgkke for great parts of the

last season, when he was injured, and newcomer Stig-Tore Moen Nilsen from
IFK Kristianstad should have a good chance to fill out the gap with young and
promising Mathias Gidsel as substitute. Reaching one of the two top spots which
gives access to the play-offs will demand quite an effort from GOG.

I History: 26 years of EHF Champions League

1993 -2007

1993/94

Final: ABC Braga vs TEKA Santander 22:22/21:23
(43:45)

The inaugural year of the Men’s EHF Champions
League saw the classic home and away knockout
matches being replaced with a totally new system.
32 teams went into two qualification rounds,
eliminating 24 clubs. The remaining eight teams
were placed into two groups of four teams each
playing in a round-robin system. TEKA Santander
and ABC Braga topped their respective groups and
faced each other in the final. Santander narrowly
kept the upper hand and started what should
become an eight-year Spanish club winning streak
in the Men’s EHF Champions League.

1994/95

Final: Elgorriaga Bidasoa Irun vs Badel Zagreb
30:20 / 26:27 (56:47)

The final of the EHF Champions League’s second
season became the match of a lifetime for Irun’s
Nenad Perunicic, nicknamed “the canon” or “II
Conquistadore” by the fans. He was his team'’s key
player in the final and, in his first year in Spain, not
only he lifted the EHF Champions League but also
the national championship trophy with Irun.

1995/96

Final: FC Barcelona vs Elgorriaga Bidasoa Irun
23:15 / 23:23 (46:38)

In the season that was marked by the “Bosman
decision”, which had substantial effects on
transfer regulations and transfer fees in sport, FC
Barcelona won their first EHF Champions League
title. No other should be capable of dethroning the
Catalan side for the next four years.

1996/97

Final: FC Barcelona vs Badel Zagreb 31:22 / 30:23
(61:45)

In their second consecutive EHF Champions
League Final Barcelona dominated both matches

against Badel Zagreb. And while the Spanish side
celebrated their second EHF Champions League
triumph, the Croatian side had lost their second
final. Also in 1996/97 the so called “fast break”
was born due to a rule change, making handball
more attractive and athletic than ever before.

1997/98

Final: FC Barcelona vs Badel Zagreb 28:18 / 28:22
(56:40)

Barcelona beat Zagreb once more to win their
third consecutive EHF Champions League title. But
at least as much news as the repeated triumph
made the wedding of Barcelona player Inaki
Urdangarin who married Christina, youngest
daughter of Spanish King Juan Carlos and Queen
Sofia, on 4th October 1997.

1998/99

Final: Badel Zagreb vs FC Barcelona 22:22 / 18:29
(40:51)

Once again there were tears in Zagreb and joy

in Barcelona. The Spanish team beat Zagreb in
their third consecutive final and lifted the EHF
Champions League trophy for the fourth time in

a row. Zagreb’s coach Velimir Klajic had to admit
that Barcelona “at this moment in time, were quite
simply the best club team in the world.”

1999/00

Final: THW Kiel — FC Barcelona 28:25 / 24:29
(52:54)

THW Kiel became the first German team to make
it into the Final but even a 28:25-victory in the
final’s first leg was not enough to end Barcelona’s
EHF Champions League winning streak. Backed by
half of the Spanish national team and international
stars like Christian Schwarzer and Tomas Svensson,
Barcelona won their fifth title.



2000/01

Final: Portland San Antonio — FC Barcelona 30:24
/ 22:25 (52:49)

For Barcelona it was a whole new feeling to
watch another team celebrating at the end of

the Champions League Final. Following five
consecutive titles an era came to end when
Spanish King Juan Carlos handed the huge tropy
to Portland San Antonio at the end of all-Spanish
Final.

2001/02

Final: Fotex Veszprém vs SC Magdeburg 23:21 /
25:30 (48:51)

One year after Barcelona’s dominance had ended
in the EHF Champions League, the dominance

of Spanish clubs also came to an end, when SC
Magdeburg became the first German team to win
the competition. And late at night, at the end of
a glittering party, Stefan Kretzschmar and coach
Alfred Gislason were still up for jokes: “Training
is on the agenda. The entire team is going to run
through the whole town until 08:00 tomorrow
morning,” they said.

2002/03

Final: Portland San Antonio — Montpellier HB
27:19 / 19:31 (46:50)

A new star was born during the finals of the
2002/03 EHF Champions League season.
Montpellier’s Nikola Karabatic scored 11 goals in
the first leg in Spain and another six in front of his
home fans, enabling his team to turn around the
eight goal defeat from the first leg and to become
the first French side to win the CL.

2003/04

Final: Celje vs Flensburg- Handewitt 34:28 / 28:30
(62:58)

In March 2003 the EHF had decided on a new
structure for the competition. Three teams from
Spain and Germany now had a starting slot. Two
representatives from Hungary, Slovenia, Denmark
and Croatia would start in the Group Phase.
Overall 32 teams (8 groups of 4 teams each) made

up the Group Phase. Flensburg had profited from
the new system but Slovenian side Celje was too
strong in the final.

2004/05

Final: BM Ciudad Real vs FC Barcelona Cifec 28:27
/ 27:29 (55:56)

Following four years without being present in the
final, Barcelona won their sixth EHF Champions
League title. And while the spectator record

for one match was 10,000 fans, the whole city
celebrated Barcelona’s victory. “We did a lap

of honour in the Stadion Nou Camp in front of
100,000 spectators and were celebrated by the
whole town,” remembers Barcelona’s Dane Lars
Krogh Jeppesen.

2005/06

Final: Portland San Antonio vs BM Ciudad Real
19:25 / 28:37 (47:62)

Spanish businessman and BM Ciudad Real
president, Domingo Diaz de Mera, had put
together a team that proved to be unbeatable in
the 2005/06 Champions League season. Mera
bought superstars from all over Europe and the
team around Olafur Stefansson, Mirza Dzomba,
Didier Dinart et al. paid justified Mera’s expenses
when they beat Spanish rival San Antonio in the
final.

2006/07

Final: SG Flensburg- Handewitt vs THW Kiel 28:28
/ 27:29 (55:57)

The EHF Champions League, through the efforts
of the 2005 founded EHF Marketing GmbH,
became a unified look. Since 2006, TV spectators
across Europe know they are watching a men’s
EHF Champions League match when they see the
distinct blue lagoon and black supplied by flooring
specialists Gerfloor in addition to the season’s
individual yellow and blue handball supplied by
adidas. On the sport side of things, Kiel won their
first EHF Champions League title, beating arch rival
Flensburg-Handewitt.

2007 -2019

2007/08

Final: BM Ciudad Real vs THW Kiel 27:29 / 31:25
(58:54)

In the 2007/08 season a second Group Phase with
four groups of four teams each replaced the Last
16-matches and the quarter-finals. The first teams
of each group qualified for the semi-finals and in
the final 2006 champion Ciudad Real faced 2007
champion THW Kiel. The Spanish side prevailed
and could win their second EHF Champions League
trophy.

2008/09

Final: THW Kiel vs BM Ciudad Real 39:34 / 27:33
(66:67)

THW Kiel and BM Ciudad Real faced each other

in the final for the second year in a row and even
though Kiel had won the first leg of the final by
five goals, it was Ciudad Real that won the EHF
Champions League for a second consecutive time.
Kiel were still in the lead by 20:16 after 39 minutes
but with a series of 10:3 goals within 11 minutes
Ciudad Real turned the match in their favour.

2009/10

Final: FC Barcelona Borges vs HW Kiel 34:36

In the 2009/10 season the number of participating
teams in the first Group Phase was reduced from
32 to 24. Four groups of six teams each were
formed and the first four teams qualified for the
knockout phase which replaced the second group
phase. For the first time the VELUX EHF FINAL4
tournament, which combined the Semi-finals and
the Final, was held in Cologne, Germany, to decide
the champion. THW Kiel won their second title
when they beat Barcelona.

2010/11

Final: FC Barcelona vs Renovalia Ciudad Real
27:24

Since 2010 the event is known as the VELUX
EHF Champions League. 40,000 fans stormed

to Cologne to attend the VELUX EHF FINAL4
weekend and TV viewing audience figures went

to a new height. 310 million viewers from 76
countries worldwide watched 2,800 hours of TV
transmissions 2010/11. Barcelona extended their
lead as the most successful club in EHF Champions
League history when won their seventh title,
beating Ciudad Real in the Final.

2011/12

Final: THW Kiel vs BM Atletico Madrid 26:21

The German powerhouse sensationally lost in
their first home match of the season against
Montpellier, but no other team was able to
overcome THW Kiel throughout the remaining

of the season. Gislason led his team to the

third trophy in the club’s history becoming the
first coach who won with two different teams.
Defending champions from Barcelona were
eliminated in the quarter-finals by AG Kgbenhavn,
but the Danish side was stopped in the semi-final
by Atlético Madrid, who made it to the VELUX EHF
FINAL4 for the fourth time in a row.

2012/13

Final: FC Barcelona vs HSV Hamburg 29:30 AET
HSV Hamburg go into the new season as the
defending champion. For the first time the extra-
time had to decide the winner. In 20 years of EHF
Champions League history there have only been
two champions, Montpellier in 2003 and Celje

in 2004, who neither came from Spain nor from
Germany. The All-Stars team of the 20 years were
announced: Goalkeeper Tomas Svensson (SWE),
Left Wing Stefan Kretzschmar (GER), Left Back Filip
Jicha (CZE), Line Player Andrei Xepkin (ESP), Centre
Back Jackson Richardson (FRA), Right Back (Olafur
Stefansson), Right Wing Mirza Dzomba (CRO), Best
defender Didier Dinart (FRA)



2013/14

Final: SG Flensburg-Handewitt vs THW Kiel 30:28
For the third year in a row a team from Northern
Germany prevailed as SG Flensburg-Handewitt
took both of their opponents at the VELUX

EHF FINAL4 by surprise. In the semi-final the
“Vranjes boys” eliminated giants of FC Barcelona
after a penalty-shoot-out thriller and made

the Cinderrella story perfect by beating their
neighbours from Kiel 30:28 in the final.

2014/15

Final: FC Barcelona vs MKB-MVM Veszprém 28:23
The defending champions from SG Flensburg-
Handewitt were eliminated already in the Last 16
as well as Rhein-Neckar Léwen.

The end of the three-year-old reign of Bundesliga
was sealed only in Cologne as THW Kiel were
unable to repeat their 2014 semi-final win against
Veszprém. However, the effort of Hungarian
champions for their premiere trophy were denied
by FC Barcelona who rose to the throne for the
eighth time in the EHF history.

2015/16

KS Vive Tauron Kielce vs MVM Veszprém 39:38
after 7m shootout

This final went down to history books of the
Champions League as a breathtaking classic. Deep
in the second half Veszprém were leading by nine
goals, still Kielce put up a spritid fight to force the
extra-time. Even the additional ten minutes could
not solve the thriller and in the 7m shootout Kielce
were luckier with Julen Aguinagalde’s last effort
clinched the maiden title for the Polish champions
adding only fifth country to the list of winners.

2016/17

Paris Saint-Germain Handball vs HC Vardar 23:24
For the first time in history no German team made
it to the VELUX EHF FINAL4. The sold-out LANXESS
arena still saw yet another edition of some
showcase handball and three out of four matches
ended in only one goal differences. HC Vardar
beat the buzzer for two days in a row as Luka
Cindric sank FC Barcelona Lassa in the semi-final
and Ivan Cupic clinched the maiden title for the
Macedonian team in the final against PSG sending
the whole country into a handball frenzy.

2017/18

HBC Nantes vs Montpellier HB 27:32

In its 25th anniversary the European top flight
once again underlined the rule that favourites
cannot take anything for granted in this fierce
competition. No fewer than three French teams
made it to the final tournament in Cologne and
after both finalists from the previous edition
(Vardar and PSG) failed in the semi-finals it was a
showdown between two pre-season underdogs
HBC Nantes and Montpellier HB in the final.
Mainly courtesy of a brilliant performance of their
playmaker Diego Simonet Montpellier returned
to the European throne after 15 years and
became the first team from Group C or D with this
achievement.

2018/19

HC Vardar vs Telekom Veszprém HC 27:24

The Macedonian champions unexpectedly
returned to the throne. Despite losing several

key players in the summer and during the season
Vardar reached their third VELUX EHF FINAL4 in a
row. After having stunned Barcelona in the semi-
finals they held the upper hand throughout the
whole final over Veszprém, whose losing streak

in the Champions League finals was extended to
four games. After what many saw as the club’s last
shot at glory tens of thousands of people were
welcoming the champions in the streets of Skopje.

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I Club competitions to revamp in 2020/21

European club handball is set for a new look from the start of the 2020/21 season. The EHF Executive Committee
has agreed to proposals that will see a revamp of the European club system. The developments follow the signing
in May 2018 of a multi-million euro, 10-year deal with two of the leading companies on the international sports
market, Infront and DAZN, which set to transform the sport.

A reform of the EHF club competition system follows the expansion of the EHF EURO, the federation’s flagship
men’s national team competition, from 2020 when it will be played with 24 teams in Sweden, Austria and Norway.
The changes to the club competition formats have been agreed in close cooperation with the federation’s key
stakeholders. These include representatives of clubs, leagues and players as well as national teams through their
representation in the EHF structure and in line with the EHF’s objective to ensure good governance.

EHF Champions League

Europe’s top competition is about to get even better. From the start of the 2020/21 season, both the men’s and
the women’s EHF Champions League competitions will be played with two groups of eight teams. No qualification
rounds or tournaments will be played in either the men’s or the women’s competitions. The group phase will be
played in a round-robin league format with the top two teams qualifying directly for the quarter-finals. The teams
finishing in seventh and eighth place will be eliminated. The four remaining teams from each group (ranked three
to six) will qualify for a play-off round, before progressing to the quarter-finals. The season will culminate, as it
does under the current system, in an EHF FINAL4, played over one weekend.

This new system will mean a fight not only for the top spots as teams compete for the opportunity to jump
straight to the quarter-finals but also at the lower end as teams look to avoid dropping out of the competition. For
Europe’s elite players, the opportunity to qualify directly for the quarter-finals also means additional rest ahead of
the high-point of the season.

European Handball League

There is a new name and a new format for Europe’s second tier of top class competition. The EHF Cup has been
completely revamped and will become the European Handball League. Qualification for the competition will,

as now in the EHF Cup, be played on a home and away basis with 12 teams qualifying for the group phase. 12
additional teams will then be seeded directly to the group phase, to make up a total of 24 teams competing in four
groups of six teams. The top four teams from each group will qualify for the last 16, leading to the quarter-final

knock-out stage. The finals will continue to be played in a final-four format.

EHF Cup

The Challenge Cup on the third tier gets an upgrade and becomes the new ‘EHF Cup’. Played on a home and away
knock-out basis, it is envisaged that 32 teams will compete in both the men’s and women’s competitions from the
third round onwards. The qualifying 16 teams will then play a Last 16 round, quarter-finals and semi-finals. The
final itself will continue to be played on a home and away basis as now.
